    Usually we take a break during the summer, but after being on an imposed break for over a year we just 
couldn’t wait to start contributing to our church services again with our best efforts. 
    If you’ve been part of the choir in the past we look forward to seeing you again at choir rehearsal on 
Thursday evenings at 7:30 PM IN Sherrill Hall. We aim for it to be well ventilated.  
    If you want to visit with friends, come a bit early so we can get your music in order and be ready when Jiyi, 
our exceptional accompanist arrives. She is also helping us select music with which we are already familiar or 
which we feel we can learn without excessive effort.  
 

SO GOOD TO BE SINGING AGAIN! 
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The other day, I went to the Center for Elder’s Independence center after its grand opening with our lay 
leader, Micheal Pope.  

As you know, our lay leader, Micheal, is the CEO of the ASEB (Alzheimer Services for East Bay). It is 
like a Day Care for the Seniors with Alzheimer. Center for Elder’s Independence (CEI) is a similar Day 
Care center for all seniors.  Because we have many “senior” members in our church, I have interest in 
those “senior” programs as a “senior” pastor! 

They send a van to pick up seniors and provide programs for them, including meals every day. If a 
senior person (55+) has multiple health problems that makes it difficult for them to live at home without 
help, s/he can talk on the phone (844-320-1150). Their nurse will assess her/his health. They will send 
her medical information to the State of California to get approval from the state because they are a 
Medicare and Medi-Cal health care plan. Once the state approves her application, she will sign the 
enrollment agreement and receive her member handbook and start using their services.  

The center that I and Micheal visited is on 1465 Civic Court, Concord CA 94520. It is right next to 
Oakmont where Priscilla Schmalzel (one of our church member) lives. It is called Concord PACE 
(Program of All-inclusive Care for the Elders). They provided holistic care to older adults with 
complicated health conditions so they can stay living at home. 

Did I say that “they can stay living at home”? Yes. It is not a nursing home or Assisted Living facility. 
The applicant should have their own place of living. Many of our church members have a place to live 
and they can enjoy this program.  

For those who do not have a place of living, our church is planning to build affordable senior housing on 
our church campus. Once this project is approved by the district and city, this CEI and the Affordable 
Housing would be a good partner program. Many of our ministries would be in corporation with other 
agencies like CEI. We will provide housing and facilities and those agencies will provide mission and 
ministry programs. In addition to those basic needs, we will guide the community spiritual life with 
biblical principles throughout worship and small groups.
