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We learned how to make peace and we practiced it. 

On April, 22 Sunday evening, we had all church conference. We gathered together to discuss the Rainbow 
Flag that we displayed in the sanctuary. Some members wanted to remove it from the sanctuary and some 
wanted to keep them there. This was a conflict situation. We have learned together through sermon series 
how to resolve conflicts and this was a great opportunity for us to practice our learning. 

First, we made diagnosis what was the root of the conflict. As we have learned there are 5 roots: 
Unresolved sins, outside temptations, lack of communication, inadequate systems, and clash of values. We 
diagnosed that this conflict comes from the clash of values: Biblical Authority and Human Rights. 

Secondly, we tried to find the biblical value that can cover these differences. When we have conflicts from 
the clash of values, we need to find the higher value that can cover both of them according to the Bible. 
Both values are important to us. We want to honor the Bible and we want to promote human rights. 
However, we all agree that LOVE is the highest value in the Bible as the 1 Corinthians 13 teaches us.  

Lastly, we applied our learnings to the current issue.  

1. We all agree that we welcome homosexual persons into our church family. 

2. The Human Right Group acknowledged the feelings and desires of the Bible Authority Group and 

decided to remove the Rainbow Flag from the Sanctuary.  

3. The Bible Authority Groups also acknowledged that we need some kind of sings to show LGBTQ 

group that we welcome them. So we agreed to display some kind of signs to show that we welcome 

them. It can be a Flag on an outside pole, marquee sign, or banners in Narthex area. 

4. A banner has been purchased for in front of Oglesby-Close Hall and will be put up this week. 

Let us be Peacemakers! 

This is a wonderful example of the maturity of our church members. I pray that we can apply peacemaking 
principles not only to our church issues and meetings but also to our personal life challenges. When 
couples or family members have conflicts they can come back to this learning and apply them to their 
personal situations. When church committees have conflicts they can remember this peacemaking principle 
and apply to their committees. I pray that all of us should gain benefit from this conflict resolution and peace 
making practices.  

I pray that we should have peaceful resolutions also at the 2020 General Conference for our denomination. 
I pray that we should have peaceful reunification of the Korean people in Korean Peninsula also. Our 
practice and example should be one positive influence on all the global conflict situations through God’s 
Grace!
